· Population concentrations  

· High= East, South and South-East Asia and Europe.
· Low= Deserts, Mountains, poles.  Climate extremes.

· Population density- How many people live in a place.
· Arithmetic- people/ sq.Km

· Physiological- people / sq. Km arable land

· Carrying Capacity- number of people an area can successfully support.

II. Analyzing populations.

· Age-Sex diagrams / Population Pyramids- Pyramid shapes tend to be Developing nations, Flatter shapes tend to be developed
· Must remember scale. I.e.  Country, Region, City etc.

· Population Patterns- Age, sex, race, and ethnicity.  (Census)
· Crude Birth Rate- live births / 1000 population

· Crude Death Rate- no. of deaths/ 1000 population

· Infant mortality- no. of infant deaths in first year/ 1000 live births.

reasons

· Push Factors- war, famine political persecution etc.  Forces people to move from an area.
· pull factors- jobs, education, family etc.  Attract people to an area.
· Immigration- moving in.

· Emigration- moving out

· Ravenstein’s laws of migration.  Gravity Model
· Distance decay (step migration, intervening obstacles/ opportunities)

· Tend to migrate to cities

· Counterflows- one group moves in another moves out

· Gender- males more likely to migrate

· family status- families less likely to migrate

Patterns of Migration
· global patterns- 

· Developing nations- Large Rural to Urban migrations. Also in Africa larger number of forced migration (wars, famine).
· Developed nations- More economic migration.  Newer trend- retirees moving for warmer weather.

· U.S. immigration.
· Initial settlement

· 1800’s predominantly North and West Europe
· Early 1900’s more from Southern and Eastern Europe.  Anti- Chinese policy.

· Post WWII quotas.  Increase in Latin American migrants (economic), refugees (Vietnam, Laos, Cambodia)

· 1986 Immigration reform act.   Legalized the illegal.

· ?2007? What now?   Terrorism.  Fences?

· Migration streams

· First generation: follows migration streams, enters through gateway, settles in ethnic enclave which is located in the destination field, and begins the process of acculturation.

· Second generation: Makes leap from acculturation to assimilation, moves out of the original enclave, usually in a channelized pattern, creating an ethnic concentration.

· Third generation:  Entirely assimilated, move to areas that are only broadly associated with their ethnicity, creating a very broad culture region.

· Fourth Generation: A re-emergence / awakening of ethnicity?  A search for cultural roots?

V. Diffusion

· Spatial spread of learned ideas, innovations, and attitudes.

· Each cultural element originates in one or more places and then spreads.

· Some spread widely; others remain confined to an area of origin.

· Expansion Diffusion (Carl Sauer)
· Contagious- all individuals from the source are affected.

· Hierarchical- diffusion occurs between more prominent people or places

· Stimulus- an idea may diffuse though not necessarily a specific trait.

· Relocation Diffusion.

· Migration of individuals or groups which carry idea or innovation with them to a new area.

Language

I.   Origin and Classification of Languages

· Language Family- Collection of languages related through a common ancestor before recorded history (e.g. Indo-European)
· Language branch- Collection of languages related through a common ancestor (e.g. Germanic)

· Language group- Collection of languages within a branch that share a common origin in the relatively recent past (e.g. Dutch, English and German)

· Isolated language -language unrelated to any other/therefore not attached to any language family (e.g. Nilo-Saharan)

· Isogloss- word usage boundary

 Ethnicity

I.  Identity of a group of people who share the cultural traditions of a particular homeland
II.         Distribution

· Enclaves- Chinatown, Little Italy etc.

· An ethnic crazy-quilt pattern exists in both urban and rural areas of the United States (Amish in PA and Mid-west)
· Same kind of pattern exists in Canada, Russia, China, and many European countries

III. Problems defining ethnicity

· Membership in an ethnic group is involuntary

· He or she must be born into the group

· Often individuals choose to discard their ethnicity 

· Main problem is different groups base their identities on different traits

1. The Jews—primarily means religion

2. The Amish—both folk culture and religion

3. African-Americans—skin color

4. Swiss-Americans—national origin

5. German-Americans—ancestral language

6. Cuban-Americans—mainly anti-Castro, and anti-Marxist sentiment

IV.   Role of Ethnic groups

· Keepers of distinctive cultural traditions

· Focal point of various kinds of social interaction

· Provide group identity, friendships, and marriage partners

· Also provides a recreational outlet, business success, and a political power base

· Can give rise to suspicion, friction, distrust, clannishness, and even violence
V. Changes to ethnicity

· Acculturation — an ethnic group adopts enough of the host society’s ways to be able to function economically and socially

· Assimilation — a complete blending with the host culture

· Involves loss of all distinctive ethnic traits

· American host culture now includes many descendants of —Germans, Scots, Irish, French, Swedes, and Welsh

VI. Spatial impacts- 2 main types
Firstly

· Ethnic minorities who reside in ancient home territories

· Lands where their ancestors lived back into prehistoric times

· Became ethnic when their territory was annexed into a larger independent state

· Examples — Basques of Spain, Navajo Indians of American Southwest

· Place and region provide a basic element in their ethnic identity

And secondly

· Results from migration when people move great distances

· Emotional attachment tends to be weaker toward new homeland

· Only after many generations pass do descendants of immigrants develop strong bonds to region and place 

VII. Ethnic Islands

· Small dots in the countryside

· Usually occupy less area than a county

· Much smaller than a homeland-serve as home to only several hundred or several thousand people

· More numerous than homelands or substrates

· Many found in large areas of rural North America

VIII. Ethnicity in Urban areas

· Benefits of the ethnic neighborhood

· Common use of language

· Nearby kin

· Stores and services specially tailored to a certain group’s tastes

· Presence of factories relying on ethnically based division of labor

· Institutions important to the group — churches and lodges 

· Ghettoes

· The ghetto — traditionally been used to describe an area within the city where a certain ethnic group is forced to live

· An involuntary community and as much a functional culture region as a formal one

· Discrimination decides whether a ethnic group lives in a ghetto or voluntarily forms its own neighborhood

· American society discriminates more against blacks and Asians

IX. Nationalities- Ethnicities become Nations

· Nation States- Inhabitants of a State a by and large of the same ethnic group.  (Difficult to find because of migration).

· Nationalism- Loyalty to a particular Nationality

· Centripetal force- a unifying force which holds a state together e.g. shared beliefs, culture.
· Centrifugal force- a force which may often destabilize a nation e.g. separatist movements
VIII. Multiethnic / Multinational states
· Belgium- North Flemish, South Walloons

· UK- England, Scotland Wales and N. Ireland

· Former Soviet Union.

IX. Ethnic Conflict

· Balkanization- The breakdown of a state because it has a number of different ethnicities within it competing for land.
· Ethnic Cleansing- ex-Yugoslavia.  Rwanda.  Sudan

· Apartheid- Dividing groups based on ethnicity

Unit 4 - Political Organization of Space 
I. Territory- to be a state a country must have land
· Boundaries

· Physical-Mountains, rivers, deserts, oceans etc.

· Cultural- Language, tribal areas, religion etc.

II. Shape / Morphology

· Compact State- similar to a circle easy to rule (Efficient)
· Prorupted State- compact but with a dangly bit (usually to reach a resource or the ocean) (access or disruption)
· Elongated State- Long thin country- often susceptible to invasion (Potential Isolation)
· Fragmented State- Discontinuous land mass, usually islands (Problematic)
· Perforated State- a country with another country inside it (Problematic part 2)
III. Colonialism and Imperialism
· The establishment of colonies by European nations to

· Promote Christianity

· Remove natural resources

· Increase land holdings therefore “looking harder”
VI.
Federal and Unitary states
· Federal states diffusion of power between national and local govt.  Good for management of large Nations e.g. USA

· Unitary state- National govt. holds most of power and acts upon the local govt.

· Devolution- the decentralization of power from a Unitary system. E.g. UK (for ethno nationalist reasons) or Italy (for economic reasons).

· Fragmentation- division on ethnic and/ or cultural identity

· Democratization- (Huntington) 3rd wave began in 1970’s as dictators across the globe were defeated.

· Marketization- Global economies have become more market or mixed-market based

Heartland Theory (Mackinder)

· Eurasia holds all the power and natural resources and is therefore the pivotal area of the world.
VIII. Rimland Theory (Spykman)
· Holds that countries whose edges (rims) touch oceans are the ones which are most powerful today.
