	Course Goals:
	AP World History is designed to help students master the content standards and historiography skills that students in a college-level survey course in world history are expected to demonstrate at the end of their course of study. The purpose of this course is to examine the eras, themes, and relationships found in world history from approximately 8000 BCE through the present. The course will focus on the social, political, cultural, and economic developments throughout this period of history, as well as the interaction between humans and their environment.

	Course Content:
	The course is divided into chronological-conceptual periods. The lessons, assignments, and assessment reviews for each unit are linked to the following:
· Period 1: Technological and Environmental Transformations: 8000 BCE to 600 BCE (approx. 7 days or class periods)
· Period 2: Organization and Reorganization of Human Societies: c. 600 BCE to c. 600 CE (approx. 8 days)
· Period 3: Regional and Transregional Interactions: c. 600 – c. 1450 (approx. 14 days)
· Period 4: Global Interactions: 1450-1750 (approx. 13 days)
· Period 5: Industrialization and Global Integration: c. 1750 – c. 1900 (approx. 13 days)
· Period 6: Accelerating Global Change and Realignments, c. 1900 to Present (approx. 13 days)
· AP Exam Review and Post-exam activities (approx. 18 days)

	Evaluation Procedures:
	Grading policy: Assignments are given points, which are weighted by percent. Each assignment is given a point value (scale of 1 – 100) and a letter grade to reflect the value of the points earned. Assessment categories includes:

15%  -   Homework (daily-may be graded or not graded regularly; homework 
              quizzes may be given instead)
25% -  Classwork activities and Chapter Imagery (CIA) Portfolios: includes individual and group activities as well as a variety of skill activities. Quizzes on readings and lectures may be unannounced.
60% -  Summative Assessments: Multiple choice and essay tests are given upon completion of each chapter or unit, and are announced in advance. These assessments are used to measure student comprehension and/or skill attainment. Most tests include a free response portion.  There is a redo policy for all major summative assessments. Students have 2 weeks from the date the tests are returned to take advantage of the re-do.

	Make Up Work Procedures:
	It is the student’s responsibility to obtain any make-up assignment(s) from their teacher.  Complete the assignment within one to two days and return it to the teacher for grading.  Make-up tests must be made up or completed within 1 – 2 class periods when missed due to a legal absence. Tests and quizzes are to be made up after school.  It is the student’s responsibility to make arrangements with the teacher. 


	Required Materials:
	· Paper and pen (blue/black and red); pencil with a good eraser for Scantron tests.
· Highlighter
· Three ring binder with dividers for “Historical Content”, “AP Themes” and “Historical Habits”
· Textbook: Students are issued one textbook. Students will also have access to an electronic version of the text.
· Daily agenda/Assignment book – Write down homework assignments and use for hall passes
· Post-it notes, coloring pencils and a highlighter are also recommended.


	Classroom Procedures and Rules:
	1. Students must be prepared and in their assigned seat when the bell rings for the start of class. Detention and/or referral will be given after the third incident.
2. Take care of your personal needs prior to coming to class. Only emergency passes will be given. You must have your agenda book in order to get a pass.
3. Have all the required materials for class.
4. Bring attendance note from home when absent for first period teacher.
5. Check make-up folders in the front of the classroom for assignments when absent. Make up missed work in a timely manner (1 -2 days after being absent). All tests must be made up within three days.
6. Follow school and classroom rules to avoid Office Referral and/or Detention. This includes the honor code (attached, must be signed by the student and their parent/guardian)
7. No Gum, food, drinks or hats are allowed in the classroom (school rules).
8. Stay seated until the bell sounds for dismissal or teacher’s dismissal.
9. Cell phones turned off and out of sight. No electronic devices.
10. Write down daily homework in the agenda book. Read the daily outcome.
11. Ask or make arrangements for help when and if you need it.
12. Show respect at all times.
