1. Describe the efforts of Wendi and his successors in reestablishing a large unified Chinese empire.  (Terms to include: Wendi, Sui, Li Yuan, Tang, Turkic nomads, Silla)

2. How did improvement the Tang Dynasty’s bureaucratic system create a more centralized and stable empire? (Terms to include in answer:  aristocracy, Confucianism, Changan, Ministry of Rites, jinshi, merit) 

3. In the period between the Han and Sui Dynasties, Buddhism gained more influence within China. Explain the fate of Buddhism during the Tang Period. What was the effect of royal patronage of the religion and later persecution? (Terms to include: Pure Land Buddhism, Chan or Zen Buddhism, Empress Wu, Emperor Wuzong)

4. Describe the decline of the Tang Dynasty. (How does the love of a beautiful woman lead to the fall of an empire?  Hmmm… Terms: Emperor Xuanzong, Yang Guifei)

5. In 960 CE another new dynasty is created – the Song. What were some of the problems they faced and how did they deal (or not deal) with them?  (Terms: nomadic groups, civil service exams, Neo-Confucianism, Southern Song)

6. Describe the new patterns of trade, commerce and population shifts that occurred during the Tang and Song Dynasties. (Terms: Grand Canal, Junks, Flying money, urban growth, Champa rice)

7. How did the status of women change during the Tang and Song eras? (Terms:  Neo-confucianism, footbinding)

8. Describe the technological and cultural innovations of the Tang-Song era.

9. What were some of the major trends in art and literature? Who was creating most of the art?

10. Read “Global Connections” at the end of the chapter.  What was China’s “world role”?
