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Unless you are an academic freak of nature—which, admittedly, some of you are, because I’ve seen your test scores and they are fantastic—there are some terms from this unit that still don’t make sense to you.  And, since Biological Bases of Behavior is 8-10% of the overall AP Psych exam, this could pose a major problem. Accordingly, BE HONEST with yourself and use this space to take note of which terms you just don’t get. Then, actually make your Spring Break assignment useful by incorporating these terms.
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
