2. (413) Who was Bartolome de Las Casas and describe his work in defense of the Indians.

3. (413 – 414) What was the impact of European conquest on the various American peoples?

4. (Wood, pages 299 – 300) Briefly describe the Atlantic Slave Trade: how did it operate, where were most of the slaves destined, how were African elites involved, etc.

5. (440, 448 – 449) Describe the Triangular Trade (p. 440) that linked the economies of Europe, Africa and the Americas as well as the Middle Passage (p.448).

6. Use Wood (page 301) and a double-bubble map, compare Africa’s Islamic and European contacts.
