Social Development: encompasses the changes in feeling, interpersonal thought, and behavior across the lifespan

Attachment (John Bowlby, Mary Ainsworth) (p.370-372):

Safe haven: When a child feels threatened or afraid, s/he can return to the caregiver for comfort and soothing.
Secure base: The caregiver provides a safe and dependable base for the child to explore the world.
Separation distress/anxiety: When separated from the caregiver, the child will become upset and distressed.
Proximity maintenance: The child strives to stay near the caregiver, thus keeping the child safe.

Urie Bronfenbrenner’s Ecological Systems Theory
This approach seeks to explain individual knowledge, development, and competencies in terms of the guidance, support, and structure provided by society and to explain social change over time in terms of the cumulative effect of individual choices.
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Macro-system:


Interlocking social forces; very remote but powerful (economic recession, war, technological changes)





Meso-system:


Interrelationships among settings (as with home-school-parents working together)





Exo-system:


No real interaction w/child, but large impact (parental workplace, school board, stc.)





Micro-system:


Effect of those who have an immediate relationships w/child (as with family and friends)





Identity Achievement





Stage in which the person has gone through a crisis and has made a commitment to a certain value or role; has a well-defined self-concept





Identity Moratorium





Stage in which the young person is currently in crisis but has not made a commitment; trying to achieve identity through experimentation








Identity Foreclosure





Stage in which a young person has made a commitment without having gone through a crisis; accepts identity and values given in childhood





Identity Diffusion





Stage in which a young person is not currently going through a crisis and has not made a commitment; doesn’t have a clear identity and isn’t trying to find one
