Algebra I focuses on two of the Core Learning Goals in Mathematics: Functions and Algebra, and Data Analysis/ Probability.  These goals lay the foundation for the development of the concepts of variables and functions.  Students in this course will represent functional relationships verbally, graphically, numerically and algebraically.

Students will be expected to build their problem solving skills through working cooperatively on these activities, as well, as individually.
