PARKING PROCEDURES

As a reminder, student parking is for seniors only. Seniors applying must have earned at least 18 credits and
owe no student obligations. Senior parking applications were due by June 15, 2011. Any senior submitting
his/her application after that date will be placed on a waiting list.

Before receiving a parking permit, seniors must have attended one of six (6) parking orientation classes held
at South River High. The dates of the classes: July 18, 19, 20 and August 12, 16, and 19. This information
was provided in the parking application packet. After verification of all submitted application materials and
orientation attendance, permits will be distributed.

Parking permits are for areas designated specifically for student parking. Priority of issuance has been estab-
lished by the Board of Education. First priority goes to students enrolled in a school based work experience
course or internship. Students not enrolled in either of these programs, but have a job after school, will not
be given first priority. Second priority goes to seniors registered for Jump Start classes at Anne Arundel
Community College. Verification of enrollment and attendance at AACC is required. After these permits
have been issued, the remaining permits are issued using a lottery and space availability. Students are re-
quired to pay a $15.00 fee each semester for parking. Student must reapply for a permit for the second se-
mester.

Students who have been issued a parking permit must have the permit in whichever vehicle he/she is using
and visible at all times. Students who illegally park or fail to display the permit are subject to the following
progressive discipline:

I Violation — 1™ Warning Sticker on windshield.

omd Warning Sticker — Conference w/Student; call to parent; detention

3 Warning Sticker — Call to Parents; Letter; Conference with Parents; Warn of Suspension

4™ Warning Sticker — 1 day suspension from school for insubordination

5™ Warning Sticker — 2 day suspension for insubordination; Vehicle towed.

6™ and subsequent Warning Stickers —3 or more day suspension for insubordination; Vehicle towed.

Seniors who have been issued a parking permit and are late to school are subject to the following:

I Violation — Warning
2" Violation — Conference w/Student; call to parent; detention
3" Violation — Call to Parents; Letter; Conference with Parents; Warn of Suspension
4™ Violation — 1 day suspension from school for insubordination; loss of parking permit for
5 school days (1 week).
5™ Violation — 2 day suspension for insubordination; loss of parking permit for 10 school days
School days (2 weeks).
6™ and subsequent Violations —3 or more day suspension for insubordination; loss of parking
permit for remainder of the current semester.



Students are expected to abide by the following Parking and Vehicle Rules:

1. All drivers understand that falsifying information on this application is reason for revocation or de-
nial of a permit.

2. All students agree to keep the information on their application up-to-date by reporting changes the
day the changes occur (i.e. phone number, different insurance, new vehicle, dropped college courses,
etc).

3. All drivers agree to drive only their registered vehicles to school.

4. All drivers agree to park ONLY in the gym side of the lot (past orange line) or spots marked 1
through 20 in Central Middle School parking lot.

5. All drivers agree NOT TO LEND their permit to anyone or to use someone else’s parking permit.
6. All drivers agree to hang their permit on the rear view mirror the entire time the vehicle is in their
school parking space.

7. All drivers agree to be on time to school. Repeated tardiness will result in a suspended or revoked
permit.

8. All drivers agree to drive safely on school property.

9. All drivers agree to drive at the parking lot speed of 15 MPH or less.

10. All drivers agree to follow Maryland Motor Vehicle Laws on school property.

11. All drivers understand that on the first infraction of any safety rule the parking permit will be taken
away.

12. All drivers understand that anyone who parks without a permit, or who parks in the wrong parking
space may have their vehicle towed. Students are responsible for any fees and are subject to school
discipline.

13. All drivers understand that the parking lot is off-limits during the school day. Students needing to
go to their vehicle must acquire a pass from an administrator.

14. All drivers understand that vehicles should be removed as soon as possible at the end of the school
day or activity.

15. Administrators may revoke driving privileges, tow or impose fines for breaking rules.

If there are no spaces in the student area (gym side of orange line in parking lot or Central Middle
School allotted spaces), the driver may not park on school grounds. DO NOT park in staff parking area.

BOARD APPROVES NEW POLICY REGARDING COUNTYWIDE
CAC, SEEKS APPLICANTS FOR EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

The Board of Education of Anne Arundel County has approved a
revamped structure for the Countywide Citizen Advisory Committee, and is
now seeking members to serve on the newly constituted board. The
committee serves in an advisory capacity, pursuant to State law and Board
policy, to advise the Board on specific issues impacting policy, activities, and
programs of countywide concern.

The Board intends to designate two members from each high school
cluster, one representing elementary schools and one representing secondary
schools, along with two at-large countywide representatives. They will be
joined by designees of certain organizations to comprise a 29-member
Executive Committee.

Members will serve two-year terms. However, to stagger membership,
the terms of the first elementary members will be three years. Members will
be limited to two consecutive terms and serve without compensation. The
committee generally meets in the evening, no less than four times a year, but
may meet more frequently. A meeting calendar will be set at the beginning of
each school year.

The Board of Education will make every effort to create an Executive
Committee in which the membership is balanced and diverse, with the final
selection of all members at the discretion of the Board upon the
recommendation of a Screening Committee. All interested individuals are
encouraged to apply, regardless of whether they have children attending
AACPS schools. All applicants must be residents of Anne Arundel County.

Applications must be received by close of business on Friday,
September 16, 2011. The application form can be found on the next page.

CONNECT-ED PHONE MESSAGE SYSTEM
INCREASES HOME-SCHOOL COMMUNICATION

Since 2007, Anne Arundel County Public Schools has utilized an automated telephone notification
system called Connect-ED to increase communication between schools, the school system, and parents.
In the 2010-2011 school year, Connect-ED was used to send more than 17,000 messages to parents
about important school and school system information, including student absences and closings due to
inclement weather. The vast majority of those messages (more than 14,000 last year) are about student
absences.

Guidelines have been put in place to ensure parents are not overwhelmed with calls. The school
system’s Public Information Office will send out school delays and closings as well as some emergency
messages (typically sent when parents are at work) when warranted. Individual schools will most often
send out “community outreach” messages to inform parents about upcoming special events. Messages
will be delivered by e-mail when parents provide e-mail addresses to their child’s school.

One note about calls concerning weather-related closings and delayed openings: Such calls must be
sent out early in the morning in order to reach the students who will be at bus stops earliest. Typically,
such calls will be sent out at about 5:40 a.m. If you do not wish for these calls to go to your home phone
(and would prefer for them to go to a cell phone, for instance), simply contact our school and ask that the
primary number designation be changed. However, please be aware that this changes the primary
number designation for all calls.

Connect-ED numbers are pulled from the student database, which contains phone numbers and
e-mail addresses for all students. It is critical that you keep our school updated with the correct
phone numbers and e-mail addresses so that we can configure Connect-ED to reach you quickly
when needed. Connect-ED will call up to two numbers and send up to two e-mails for community
outreach messages, and can call up to six numbers and send up to two e-mails for emergency
messages. Attendance notification messages will be sent to the student’s primary phone number, which
is usually — but does not have to be — the home number, and to up to two e-mail addresses.

The student emergency card has been configured to allow spaces for all of these phone numbers and e-
mail addresses. When you fill it out, please make sure to write the numbers clearly so they can be
properly entered in our database. Changes in any numbers, whether they are the primary contact
number or some backup number, should be reported to the school as soon as possible.

One other note: If you have more than one child in the same school, don't worry. Connect-ED only sends
one call per number so you won't receive multiple calls with the same message. The exception to this is
attendance notification messages, which will be delivered for every child who is absent.

Because Connect-ED is a part of Anne Arundel County Public Schools’ initiative to provide as much
information to parents as possible and because the phone numbers are drawn from the same database
schools must use to contact parents or guardians in an emergency, parents cannot opt out of the system.
However, parents can direct the calls to a number of their choosing.
