
 
Independent Service Learning Connections:  Community Organizations  
Anne Arundel County Public Schools and the Maryland State Department of Education require that all 
students complete at least 75 hours of service-learning, 40 hours at the high school level, to graduate from 
high school.   Service-learning hours may be earned, for students in need of additional project hours of 
community service through working with nonprofit organizations or programs.  These hours may have been 
missed in classes infused for service-learning through illness, transfer, missed opportunities to complete 
within their classes or for students receiving Home Teaching.  
 
Documentation of an activity to meet these service-learning requirements must be submitted to the 
Guidance Center for validation.    Students must complete all the components on the form and have signed 
by the organization’s administrator or supervisor the ‘Student Service-Learning Form’ documenting the hours 
of participation.
